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The Rime of the Ancient Mariner (originally The Rime of the Ancyent Marinere) is the longest major poem
by the English poet Samuel Taylor Coleridge, written in 1797-98 and published in 1798 in the first
edition of Lyrical Ballads. Some modern editions use a revised version printed in 1817 that featured a
gloss.

“The Rime of the Ancient Mariner” is unigque among Coleridge’s important works— unique in its
intentionally archaic language (“Eftsoons his hand drops he”), its length, its bizarre moral narrative,
its strange scholarly notes printed in small type in the margins, its thematic ambiguity, and the long
Latin epigraph that begins it, concerning the multitude of unclassifiable “invisible creatures” that
inhabit the world.

The spiritual world avenges the
Albatross's death by wreaking physical and psychological havoc on the Ancient Mariner and his shipmates.
